Abstract

This is a thesis about the changing nature of post-Cold War security and the role of
UN-regional organisational cooperation in peace operations. The new security
environment in the post-Cold War era has resulted in both the United Nations (UN) and
regional organisations being faced with increasing demands for peace operations. The
change is not only quantitative, but also qualitative. The UN peace operations today are
no longer purely military. They require a comprehensive and multi-dimensional
approach to address various problems, making it almost impossible for any one specific
actor to handle the situation alone. Moreover, the shift away from a narrow military
focus has prioritised conflict prevention and peace-building.

The experience of UN-regional organisational cooperation in Europe could possibly
provide some principles or criteria which could help expand the capacity of such
cooperation in peace operations, since Europe is one of the regions in ‘which the
assumptions and ideas associated with cooperative efforts between the UN and regional
organisations have been most tested. Among European organisations, the Organisation
for Security and Cooperation in Europe (OSCE) has been chosen, because of its novel
concept of security that has become even more relevant in the post-Cold War world. The
way in which the interplay takes place and the extent to which it affects the UN’s
effectiveness in peace operations is a fundamental question.

The case of UN-OSCE coordinated peace operation in Macedonia will be examined.
This case will be analysed in terms of how the UN-regional organisational cooperative
efforts worked out, and also what effects their attempts to prevent the breakout of
violent conflict had in the region.

In future studies, the findings of this thesis could be usefully extended to other
regions and it could be used as the basis of a comprehensive theory of UN-regional
organisational cooperation in peace operations.
